our own personal election pledge   

Dear Friends, 
 

As I write, the result of the General Election means that our country is having to come to terms with a 
new style of government. By the time you read this, the way the Conservative-Liberal coalition plans to 
tackle some of our seemingly intractable problems may be a little clearer. I imagine some of us remain 
somewhat sceptical ð if not downright unbelieving - about the promises being made by the various 
political parties. Weõre encouraged to believe that change is in the air ð that a better, brighter future is 
promised. Perhaps we can be forgiven for a cynical or disbelieving response ð experience has quite 
often shown us how difficult it is for politicians to live up to their promises, or indeed to the expecta-
tions placed upon them. 
 

But sometimes, a leader emerges who does indeed seem to stand out; someone who appears to have 
something else about them ð a personality and presence and ability that fills us with fresh interest in 
politics and a feeling that perhaps something CAN be done to change our lives and our world - some-
one not afraid to be controversial or even unpopular amongst those whose own power and influence 
may be under threat. When Barak Obama was elected President of the United States, it was fascinating 
to hear him described in Messianic terms - expectations of him were very high, and of course vocifer-
ous outcries were heard from those fearful for their own position and authority. 
 

Jesusõ earthly ministry was nothing if not political and challenging - his message was deeply controver-
sial and dangerous. It was and is all about power and rule, about Godõs kingdom and the worldõs king-
doms, about God appointing a true king ð not where there had been a vacuum waiting for someone to 
fill it, but where there had been too many kings, too many rulers, and all of them anxious and ready to 
strike out at anyone trying to stake a new claim. There is no doubt that Jesusõ style of leadership wasnõt 
at all what the people of his day were hoping for or expecting, and indeed it remains totally counter-
cultural to many in our 21st century world. 
 

If we take time to examine Jesusõ ômanifestoõ, we find deep compassion and love for people ð particu-
larly the marginalized and oppressed; we find complete integrity, selflessness and a passion for justice 
and mercy; we find forgiveness and a chance for new beginnings. From the earliest days of the Chris-
tian Church we have been called to be Christõs body in the world ð seeing through his eyes, loving and 
caring with his hands, acting with his courage. 
 

In the words of the 16th Century mystic, Teresa of Avila: 
Christ has no body now on earth but yours; yours are the only hands with which he can do his 
work, yours are the only feet with which he can go about the world, yours are the only eyes 
through which his compassion can shine forth  upon a troubled world. Christ has no body now 
on earth but yourséé.. 
 

Perhaps this should be our own personal election pledge - to live with the power of our risen Lord 
shining out of our own lives.
