Dear friends,

Imagine if the church in your parish disappeared. Some of you probably wouldn't mind but for
some it is the only local public building; others appreciate it as representing the Englishness of our
villages; it is there for weddings and funerals; and there are those who worship regularly and try to
bring some of Goddés |l ove to their neighbours
| feel sure the building and the activity that takes place within its walls would be missed. Unfortu-
nately the danger signs are becoming apparent.

As | write | have chaired four out of the eight Hop Churches parishes' annual meetings. The ac-
counts show that some are running at a deficit due to increased costs. Having read that, you may
well turn the page and move on, but please bear with me for a moment longer.

The church in your parish could cost anything from £3,000 to £20,000 per year to run depending
on different factors. Over all, the 8 Hop Churches need to raise approximately £50,000 between
them. We are in the happy position of the parishes working together, so the stronger support the
weaker. This is due to the-operation of the eight Treasurers under the leadership of Nat Hone,
and | am profoundly grateful for this. It is in line with the teaching of Jesus (Matth&0)1&nd

the laws of God (Exodus 22).

Some of the total amount goes towards paying the Parish Share (to the Diocese), which in turn
pays for your clergy. The remainder pays for the regular maintenance of the church and services,
and administrative help from the Ledbury Team Office. The cost of repairs to the building are
extra, but with the availability of grants we are trying to upgrade facilities to make the buildings
more comfortable for more activities.

Regular income is derived from people who give to the Church weekly, fundraising, and fees for
weddings/funerals (remembering that some churches have a wedding only every 5 or so years).
The total population of all parishes is roughly 2,000. It is not difficult to work out that if everyone
living in our parishes was to donate 50p a weédss than the cost of a bar of chocolatge
